                          Donations Needed for Africa -USACF

1. Library Books – Many rural African schools have no libraries. Most of their students have never taken a book home to read. If every student in a single class brings in five books, we can create a library.
2. Sets of Textbooks – In Zimbabwe the ratio of textbooks to students is 1:16. Having enough textbooks in classroom for every student is very rare. We are looking for sets of textbooks in all disciplines. After supplying one school with hundreds of children’s books, the passing rate for their 7th grade reading exam jumped from 15% to 80%.

3. School Supplies – Many students have never written with a pen or colored with a crayon. Some schools do not allow student to attend if they do not own a pencil and a notebook. USACF is looking for donations of pencils, pens, chalk, notebooks, paper, crayons, markers, rulers, staplers, glue and other school supplies. 

4. Sports Equipment – Sports uniform donations will allow children who own only their school uniform a chance to play sports for the first time. A single soccer ball can bring new life to a school’s sports program.

5. Sneakers/Shoes - In the winter barefoot students cannot walk long distances to school because their feet become raw and swollen. Every pair of donated shoes/sneakers makes a difference.
6. Toys – Most kindergartens in Africa have no toys. One box of toys (dolls, trucks, action figures, puzzles, balls, educational toys, etc.) can triple the population of a kindergarten in six months. Please do not donate toys that need to be plugged in. If a toy requires batteries, please include extras. 
7. Games –We want all board games. Chess, checkers, Chutes and Ladders, Bingo, Uno and Scrabble are all wonderful.
8. Toiletries – Tooth brushes, tooth paste, soap, sanitary napkins, make-up (women teachers request make-up) and band aids.
8. Housewares - In rural Zimbabwe, most teachers live at the school. We try to support them by giving them items that make their lives easier and makes them feel appreciated. Donations of clothing, pots, frying pans, cutlery, dishes, glasses and linen are all appreciated. Teachers love donations of radios.
9. Blackboards – Giving a blackboard to a rural school is equivalent to giving them another classroom. With many schools changing from green boards to white boards, USACF would love to have all your old boards and chalk.

10. Misc. – In addition USACF is always looking for computers, science equipment, musical instruments, carpentry tools, bicycles and gardening tools. 
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
