The present tense of –er verbs is formed by dropping the –er ending from the infinitive, and adding the following endings:

	-en


For instance, the verb leer (to read), would be conjugated like this:

The present tense of -ir verbs is quite similar (except for the first and second person plural). Remove the –ir ending from the infinitive and add the following endings:
