Events meet on the days listed on the Science Olympiad school page.  In order to compete in multiple events you will need to meet on multiple days. We place students or limit students in events. Some events are only at the State level and only State competitors will compete at those events. 
1. Air Trajectory: Design, build and calibrate a device capable of launching projectiles onto a target at a specific distance. (limited # of students)
2. Anatomy & Physiology: Exam on the Skeletal, Muscular, integumentary (skin) systems.
3. Code Busters: Cryptoanalyze & decode encrypted messages using cryptoanalysis.
4. Crime Busters:  Lab using chemical tests & evaluating evidence to solve a crime
5. Disease Detectives: Exam on the study of disease, injury, health & disability in populations or groups of people.

6. Dynamic Planet: Exam on large scale processes affecting the cryosphere (frozen) of Earth with an emphasis on glaciers.

7. Ecology:  Exam on ecology and North America Biomes.
8. Entomology (insects):  Identify and answer questions about insects
9. Experimental Design: Lab event- Design, conduct & report the findings of an experiment. 
10. Fossils: Exam to identify and classify fossils and knowledge of ancient life environments, ecosystems, adaptations, & evolution

11. Helicopter: Build rubberband flying device stays aloft the longest amount of time. (limited # of Students)

12. Meteorology: Exam on climate and climate change
13. Metric Mastery:  Estimate, measure & convert physical properties of objects using the metric system. 
14. Microbe Mission: Exam on Microbes. (Microscopic life)
15. Mission Possible: Build a rube Goldberg device using simple machines.
16. Optics: Position mirrors to direct laser at target & exam on geometric & physical optics. 
17. Potion & Poisons:  Chemical properties & effects of toxic & helpful substances with a focus on house hold and environmental toxins & poisons. 
18. Reach for the Stars: Exam on late stage stellar evolution of stars, stellar remnants and their observations across the electromagnetic spectrum 
19. Road Scholar: Exam using State highway map, Road Atlas and Topographic maps.

20. Scrambler:  Construct a vehicle with an egg to travel a specified distance & stop as close to a wall without breaking the egg. (limited # of students)
21. Tower:  Design & build a tower with the highest structural efficiency. 
22. Wind Power: Construct a blade to capture wind power and exam on alternate energy.
23. Write It Do it:  One participant will write a description of an object and another participant will build the item based on the written description only.
